Heavy Duty Diesel Retrofits

ƴPurchase and installation of after-
treatment emission reduction devices 
for heavy duty diesel trucks, transit 
buses and school buses
ƴRetrofit must be US EPA or CARB 
verified



Clean Fuel/Hybrid Transit 
Buses

ƴPurchase of diesel hybrid electric or 
other clean fuel transit buses
ƴTransit agencies are encouraged to 
purchase vehicles that are most cost 
effective in reducing emissions. 



Clean Fuel/Hybrid Non-Transit 
Vehicles

ƴ*Purchase alternative fuel 
vehicles such as: 
ƴpassenger vehicles
ƴrefuse trucks
ƴdelivery trucks
ƴstreet cleaners
ƴ And more...

ƴOr, convert fleet to run on 
alternative fuel. 

* Cost difference



Idle Reduction Devices

ƴUpgrade heavy duty diesel 
vehicles with idle reduction devices 

ƴSome examples:

ƴMust result in reduced emissions



Emergency Ride Home 
Programs

ƴAlso known as ñguaranteed ride 
homeò
ƴProvides registered alternate 
commuters a taxi ride home in case 
of a personal emergency. 
ƴEncourages alternate commuting.



Transportation Management 
Associations (TMAs)

ƴOrganizations that work 
cooperatively to provide 
transportation and congestion 
management solutions, particularly 
travel demand management (TDM) 
services.
