The position also works in concert with other program managers in the review and implementation of a wide range of energy policy efforts.  More specifically, this position will be responsible for the following:
· Development of vendor contract support requirements, request for proposals, evaluation and selection of external consulting support and monitoring/managing vendor for creating State energy assurance plans.

· Coordination with multiple State agencies, public and private sector participants in the drafting and exercise of State and local energy assurance plans.

· Coordination with energy service companies in the development of an energy assurance monitoring and tracking system for State and local agency information.
· Coordinating and conducting both intra and inter State preparedness exercises jointly with other state emergency agencies interested in energy assurance plans. 

· Coordinating on a wide range of energy initiatives including legislative and policy reviews, departmental workforce planning efforts and energy related policy issues.
